A fantastic new canopy has been added to our Nursery which will enable our children to
get outdoors more regularly for their learning.

We are also planning a new I.C.T. suite and playroom facility and funding for this project
has been approved. Work will commence on this soon. All of these improvements have
enhanced the Learning Environment for our children and staff.
